Kdyz v roce 1596 koupil zabrezské Iéno rytir Ctibor Strahovsky z Pérkova,
pivovar zachoval. Vareni piva fungovalo i po roce 1652, kdy zamek presel
do vlastnictvi olomoucké kapituly, a to az do konce 18. stoleti.

The first mention of brewing beer at the Chateau dates back to 1574. The
brewery is mentioned again indirectly in a register of the Zabreh pond system
from 1581, where one of the ponds was called “Below the Brewery” (what si

now a park). In 1596, when the Zabreh estate was purchased by the knight
Ctibor Strahovsky of Pérkov, the brewery was preserved. Brewing continued

even after 1652, when the castle became the property of the Olomouc Chapter,
lasting until the end of the 18th century.

On 28th September 2007, in honor of Saint Wenceslas, the patron saint of
brewers, a new microbrewery was consecrated as part of the restored Chateau
complex. Its first brewmaster was Vaclav Baron,

The current brewmaster is Pavel Buchta Jr.
